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Enron scandal is no surprise to TI Israel director and author Jacques Cory

New books by Jacques Cory, Director of Shvil North (Haifa) TI Israel, include the pioneering text book Business Ethics: The Ethical Revolution of Minority Shareholders1 and his novel Beware of Greeks' Presents2. These publications pre-dated the discovery of the scams at Enron, which has collapsed in the biggest bankruptcy filed in US history amid accusations of the mishandling of funds and shredding of crucial documents. The academic book treats the same economic and ethical issues of the Enron scandal with in-depth case studies. The novel focuses on the emotional side of the issues raised by the Enron scam and describes the psychological dilemmas of the whistleblower, unethical executives and their collaborators, and the conduct of their families and friends.
